**Members of Congress are working on a new large -scale health care reform proposals to bring to the table in Janu-
ary. NAHU has been meeting with various key committee staff members to provide information and recommenda-
tions. Two Senators we should see legislation from shortly are Ted Kennedy (D-MA) who chairs the Health, Educa-
tion, Labor and Pensions Committee and Finance Committee Chair, Max Baucus (D-MT)

*Senator Kennedy, who is suffering from a malignant brain tumor, has expressed a desire to see health care reform
advance through Congress during the time he has left. Kennedy and his staff have recently assembled a coalition of
consumer groups, insurers, business groups, and others (including NAHU), to work intensely over the next few weeks

together and quickly come up with a consensus reform package that he intends to push through Congress as one of
his last achievements.

*Senator Baucus has announced his intention to release a bipartisan finance bill in mid-November. THE 111TH
